
Local Information 
Halle can be explored on foot and via public transport. Prices for tram tickets range from 
1.90€ (Kurzstrecke – 4 stations only) to 2.60€ (valid for one hour). Ticket machines can be 
found at the tram stops and in most trams; tickets can also be purchased through the 
MOOVME App. 
 
Hotel Dormero, Leipziger Str. 76, 06108 Halle (Saale), is within walking distance from the 
main station. Please turn left when leaving the station, walk under the bridges towards Hans-
Dietrich-Genscher-Platz, then continue along Leipziger Straße. Alternatively, you can take 
tram 4 (direction: Kröllwitz) to “Am Leipziger Turm”. 
 
The main conference venue Melanchthonianum, Universitätsplatz 9, 06108 Halle (Saale), is a 
20min walk from the main station. Alternatively, you can take the tram: From the main 
station, take tram 2 (direction: Soltauer Str.) or tram 5 (direction: Kröllwitz) to “Joliot-Curie-
Platz” and turn right into Mittelstraße, which leads to Universitätsplatz. You can also take 
tram 7 (direction: Kröllwitz) to “Neues Theater”. Turn right into Schulstraße, then left into 
Universitätsplatz. From Hotel Dormero, you can also board tram 7 at “Am Leipziger Turm”. 
 

Venues  
Restaurant Mönchshof, Talamtstr. 6, 06108 Halle (Saale), is a 5-minute walk from the 
conference venue. The nearest stop is “Hallmarkt” (Trams 2, 5, 10 from “Joliot-Curie-Platz”).  
Restaurant Avecio, Rannische Str. 23, 06108 Halle (Saale), is a 10-minute walk from the 
conference venue. Nearest stop is “Marktplatz” (Trams 3, 7, 8 from “Neues Theater”).  
Restaurant Altes Postamt, Bernburger Str. 25A, 06108 Halle (Saale), is a 10-minute walk from 
the conference venue. Nearest stop is “Hermannstraße” (Trams 3, 7, 8 from “Moritzburgring” 
near the conference venue). 
The memorial Gedenkstätte Roter Ochse, Am Kirchtor 20b, 06108 Halle (Saale), is a 15-
minute walk from the conference venue. Nearest stop is “Diakoniewerk Halle” (Tram 8 from 
“Moritzburgring”).  
Literaturhaus Halle, Bernburger Str. 8, 06108 Halle (Saale), is a 10-minute walk from the 
conference venue. Nearest stop is “Hermannstraße” (Tram 3, 8, 7 from “Moritzburgring”).  
 

Five minutes or less from the conference venue you’ll find: 

Café & Bar N8, Große Nikolaistraße 8, 06108 Halle (1) 
Friendly café with all-day breakfast and extensive lunch options. Vegetarian and vegan options are 
also available. 

NT Café, Große Ulrichstraße 50, 06108 Halle (2) 
Opened by artistic director Peter Sodann in 1989, the theatre café offers freshly prepared meals from 
10am to 8pm. Closed on Sundays. 

Coffee Bar 7 Gramm, Barfüßerstr. 11, 06108 Halle (3)

Bistro Mitte Ende Mai, Universitätsring 23, 06108 Halle (4)

Alcoholic and non-alcoholic drinks can be enjoyed inside or in the yard. Please note that this venue 
serves mostly drinks. 
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
